Report 

Departmental: Historical Educational Tour Bharat-Bangladesh Maitri-Udyan Study Tour 

 

The first, third and fifth semester honors students of the history Department along with the four 

(4) faculty members of the Department went for a Educational Tour on 21st January, 2023 at the 

Bharat-Bangladesh Maitri Udyan, This place has a great significance in the realm of contemporary 

history, as this place initially [later turned into a tourist park] as one of the base camps used by the 

Bangladeshi Freedom Fighters at Chottakhola, from where they launched guerrilla operations 

against the Pakistani army in Chittagong, Comilla, and larger Noakhali. 

 

The park was created at Chottakhola, close to the international border, as a memorial to the Indian 

soldiers and Bangladeshi Freedom Fighters who gave their lives in the Liberation War. On 

December 16, Bangladesh Victory Day, the memorial, and park were officially opened by former 

Tripura Chief Minister Manik Sarkar in the presence of Indian and Bangladeshi artists, academics, 

and independence warriors. On November 11th, 2010, the park's foundation stone was placed by 

Dipu Moni, who was Bangladesh's Education Minister at the time. 

 

Famous artists from Tripura and Bangladesh contributed to the project and offered their works of 

art, including statues and paintings, to the memorial's appeal. The memorial park would teach 

Bangladesh's future generations about the history of their fought-for independence and how the 

two amicable neighbors collaborated to bring about the nation's founding. A total of fifty-seven 

(57) students from the department has visited the Maitri-Udyan to have/gather a firsthand 

experience on the contribution of Indian and Tripura in the liberation war of Bangladesh. The 

whole educational tour gave the students of the department a fulfilling satisfaction.

Departmental visit to an Old Age Home on 7th July 2022

The Old Age Home is situated 5.6 km away from Agartala city; the students went by auto 

rickshaw and reached the destination at 9 O’clock. After reaching the destination, they met 

with the Manager/Secretary of the Old Age Home. The lady Manager of the Old Age Home 

welcomed them warmly and shared some basic information about the Old Age Home. The 

Manager informed that sixty (60) older women were staying there. They [older women] were 

provided with a healthy breakfast, lunch and dinner.  
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The students also spent time with some of them and attended the prayers and after that, the 

elderly persons staying at the Old Age Home shared their stories with the students; they became 

emotional in this process and advised the students not to abandon their parents at their old age. 

The students tried their best to make the elderly persons happy at the Old Age Home. At last, 

the students clicked some pictures with the elderly persons and departed from there at around 

11 O’clock.  

After the Old Age Home visit, the students acknowledged it as a life-changing experience as 

the visit was filled with emotions and sentiments. The students realized that being old is not 

easy and have seen the pain and loneliness in each elderly person’s eye who was staying at the 

Old Age Home.
