Criteria for Fee Concession for Students of Holy Cross College, Agartala.
Process for Scholarship

Candidates those who are interested in scholarship may apply for scholarship at the time of admission in
the prescribed format provided by the college.

The applications are scrutinized by a committee headed by the Principal along with Vice-Principal,
Accountant and two other members of the institution.

Thereafter, a detailed list along with the proposal is sent to the Chairman, Holy Cross Education
Foundation for approval.

Scholarship is provided irrespective of religion, caste, and gender.

Scholarships have been instituted for students who are:

1. Meritorious and Economically Deserving (BPL category).

2. Meritorious but Differently Abled (PWD).

3. Children without family support.

Award:

1. These concessions are generally granted to students irrespective of academic performance.

2. Only Financially Deserving /physically challenged students are granted these concessions.

3. A recommendation from teachers is considered before deciding the concessions to be granted.
